From the M5:  Leave M5 at J23. 

Take A39 towards Glastonbury.  

As you approach Glastonbury take 

the A361 towards Shepton Mallet 

and Frome. Approx 1.5 miles from 

Glastonbury you will pass under a 

footbridge (next to Millfield Prep 

School on right). After 250 metres 

turn left to Wick. The park is on 

left in 1 mile. 

 

From Wells / Bristol: Take A39  

towards Glastonbury. Follow signs  

for West Mendip Hospital. Just 

past the hospital turn left at sign 

for Wick and Brindham. The park 

is on right in 1.5 miles. 

 

From Shepton Mallet / Frome: 

Take A361 towards Glastonbury. 

Turn right at sign for Wick, 150 

metres past Tor Stone Centre. 

The park is on left in 1 mile.
